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Anthropology ( A 2K %% ) is traditionally divided. “into four fields: physical
anthropology , and three branches of cultural anthrepology, which are archacology,
linguistic anthropology, and ethnology.

Physical anthropology is concerned primarily with human as biological organisms,
whereas cultural anthropology deals with humans as cultural animals. Both, of course,
are closely related, we cannot understand what people do unless we know what people
are. And we want to know how biology does and does not influence culture, as well as
how culture affects biology.
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
