The world is probably about evenly divided between delayers and do-it-nowers. There
are those who prepare their income taxes in February, prepay mortgages, and serve
precisely planned dinners at an ungodly 6:30 p.m. The other half dine happily on
leftovers at nine or ten, misplace bills and file for an extension of the income tax
deadline. They seldom pay credit-card bills until the apocalyptic voice of Diners

threatens doom from Denver. They postpone, as Faustian encounters, visits to barbershop,
dentist or doctor.

In 1915 when the expatriate Ezra Pound began writing his Cantos in London and T. S.
Eliot took up residence there, the poet Robert Frost, who had sojourned in England with
his family for three years, returned to the United States. Discouraged by his failure to
get his poems published in this country, he had sold his New Hampshire farm and
moved to England. And within a month after arriving there his first manuscript was
accepted by a London publisher. Ezra Pound recommended his poems to American

editors, and Frost's second volume, North of Boston, had received critical praise from
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Pound and other reviewers by the time he returned to Aneruca. Within the next two years an §
American publisher brought out his first two volumes and added a third. He was well on his
way to becoming the most publicly honored and popular of America's first-rate poetic talents. |
For the next four decades he devoted his efforts to reaching a large audience that would
support his writing, and to fashioning, consciously and deliberately,from literary tradition ‘
and from regional materials of New England life andspeech, the poetic idiom that 1s unmistakably

his own.

The school my parents had selected for my education was one of the most fashionable and
expensive in the country. It modeled itself upon Eton and aimed at being preparatory for that Public
School above all others. It was supposed to be the very last thing in schools. Only ten boys 'I

comfortable private side of the house, and entered the more bleak apartments reserved for the f'

instruction and accommodation of the pupils.
