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Language is part of culture and plays a very important role in it.
However, th;z: relationship between the two is more complex than the
relationship of a part and the whole. On the one hand, language is the carrier
and container of culture. Some social scientists even consider language as the
keystone of culture. All the components of culture, such as beliefs, customs,
institutions, arts and techniques, can be described, analyzed and evaluated by
language. People’s experience about them is stored and transmitted by
language as well. On the other hand, language is influenced and shaped by
culture; it reflects culture. The two interact, and the understanding of one
requires the understanding of the other.

In the broadest sense, language is the symbolic representation of a
people, and it comprises their historical and religious backgrounds as well as
their ways of living and thinking. The emergence and development of
language and culture are simultaneous in human history. Language brings

about cultural advance as well as makes record of its steps.
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
