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1. JEREN

(1) Inspired in part by the “new public administration” movement and its
ethical overtones, the normative definition of public administration focused not
on government agencies as mentioned , but on those phenomena that affected the
public interest. This more dynamic philosophic approach could include not only
government agencies and the actions of those agencies, but a plethora of other
institutions, technologies, and interrelationships as well.

(2) The person obligated to pay the Customs duty on import or export goods
shall pay the amount levied within fourteen days following the date of issuance of
the duty memo. In case of failure to meet this time limit, a fee for delayed
payment shall be collected by the Customs.

Where the duties are over-levied, the Customs , upon discovery, shall
refund the money without delay. The duty payer is entitled to ask the Customs for
the refunding within one year of the date of duty payment.
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
